of Haryana hereby publishes the Final Development Plan 2031 AD) for controlled area around municipal limits of
Indri town, District Karnal alongwith restrictionssand conditions, given in Annexure A and B applicable to the
controlled areas specificd in Annexure B.

Explanatory Note on the Final Development Plan-2031 AD for Indri Controlled Area around municipal
limits of Indri town, District Karnal.

I Introduction:-

The town Indri is situated on the Karnal-Ladwa Road at a distance of about 22 Kilometers from National
Highway Number 44, Delhi-Ambala-Amritsar Grand Trunk Road, north-east of Karnal and on eastern side of western
Jamuna Canal from which Sirsa Branch starts. An ancient fort Shish Mahal belonging to the sultan and ruins of the
same are existing in the out skirts of the town, where the New Anaj Mandi is existing alongwith nine lacs varieties of
the plants of Naulakha bagh can be seen in the town. The town is well linked with Kurukshetra-Ladwa and other
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important towns of Uttar Pradesh and Haryana. The main Yamuna river is flowing near the town at an approximate
distance of 10 kilometers.

I Location and Regional Setting:-

The town of Indri is situated at Karnal-Ladwa —Shahbad Scheduled Road at a distance of 22 Kms from Karnal,
13 Kms from Ladwa, 15 Kms from Kuruskshetra, 45 Kms from Yamunanagar and well connected by roads to the
above towns as well as with other states like Uttar Pradesh, Delhi and Punjab. It is situated at 29° 59> North latitude
and 77° 05° East longitudes and at 257 metres above mean sea level. The municipal area of the town is 0.95 square
kilometers i.e. 95 hectares.

III  Physiography:-
Indri town is flanked by Western Yamuna Canal in West, Indri Escapen the North-East and Mughal Canal in

the South. The plenty of potable sub-soil water is available. In addition to it water can be taken from Western
Yamuna Canal. This area is slightly flood prone, but no major flood has.occurred in the last 50 years.

IV Availability of Infrastructure:-
(a)  Physical Infrastructure:-

There is one 132 Kilovolt electric sub-station in the town and 13600 numbers of electric connections of
various categories. The Public Health Department provides water supply of 150 liters per capita per
day. There is sewerage facility in the town. One Telephone Exchange is also functioning in the town.
The site of solid waste disposal has been grouped with Karnal.

(b)  Social Infrastructure:-

There are four nursery / primary schools, two senior secondary schools and a Shaheed,Udham Singh
Government College. There is a 24 bed community health center and 20 private clinies are serving in
the town. There are two Government veterinary hospitals in the town to cater to“thenced of the live
stock of the area.

A\Y Economic Characteristics:-

The economy of this area is agro- based and major agricultural; produces are paddy, wheat and sugarcane etc.
In order to cater to wholesale commercial needs for agro products in this region, \the*Haryana State Agricultural
Marketing Board has_established a modern grain market at Karnal road having aniarea of approx. 21.77 hectares.
There are two grain godowns one of Central Warehouse Corporation and, another of'Haryana State Agriculture
Marketing Board. There are six banks which are providing their services in the town,

VI  Demography and Projected Population:-

The population of the town was 2846 in 1961, which increasedito 11131 in 4991, 16862 in 2001 and to 19567
in 2011. The projected population 2011- 2021 is 41091 with growth'rate }.0% and for the year 2031 shall be 86291
with growth rate of 110%. As per census 2011 population ©f Indri town 19567 is existing in the existing town and
thickly built up arca measuring 103.74 hectares with a town density 489 PPH and the remaining projected population
will be 66724 upto 2031 as per density 364 PPH. The proposal has been prepared to accommodate the 86291 persons
population up to 2031 AD are given in the table below:

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VII  Existing Transportation and Communication Network:-

The town is situated at Karnal-Ladwa-Shahbad State Highway Number -7 and is connected by road with
various towns and villages. Bus service has been provided by Haryana Roadways. The town is not connected by rail
services till now.

VIII Need for declaration of Controlled Area: -

In order to channelize the development in a planned manner and to provide modern living to the people and to
control the haphazard growth the Controlled Area around Indri town was declared under section 4(1) of the Punjab
Scheduled Roads and Controlled Areas Restriction of Unregulated Development Act, 1963 (Punjab Act 41 of 1963)
vide Haryana Government, Town and Country Planning Department, Notification No. CCP (NCR)/KNL-(I)
CA(A)/2006/2863, dated the 18" September, 2006. The development proposal of this area has been prepared upto
2031AD.

IX  Major Land use Proposals:-

Keeping in view the above projections, the town is being planned to accommodate the population of 86291
persons by 2031AD. The development of existing town is mainly within Municipal limit. To keep harmony with the
present growth trends the proposed development of the town is envisaged in the form of extension of the existing
town.

The overall development plan is proposed to.divide the entire development plan area into eight sectors
containing various urban land uses like residential, institutional, industrial, commercial etc. The location of these
land uses has been fixed according to site conditions, geographical aspect, easy traffic flow, condition of floodability
and convenience to the future and the present uses. The detailed breakup of the proposed land uses within the
controlled area is as below:-

DESCRIPTION OF LAND USES
1. Residential:-

The entire residential area is divided into 5 sectors, population of 19567 has already been
accommodated in own area of 103.74 hectare i.e. sector 1, 2, 5, 6 and 7. Sector 1 and 2 are existing town,
sector 5, 6 and 7 have been proposed as new residential sectors. Every residential sector shall be developed to
the sector density indicated in the drawing and in addition to it, the density as prescribed in the New Integrated
Licensing Policy (NILP), Affordable Group Housing policy, Deen Dayal Jan Awaas Yojna Policy (DDJAY),
20% Group Housing component policy will also be applicable in a residential sector. To accommodate the
population of 66724 persons upto 2031 AD 183.26 hectares area has been reserved for residential purposes.
This area will include the ancillary and allied activities like schools, shopping centers, health centers, religious
facilities and local level open spaces etc.

1. The additional area for infrastructure shall be provided in the already planned / developed residential
sectors to meet out the requirement of the additional population.

2. The minimum width of the roads in a residential colony / sector shall not be less than 12 meters or as
per the applicable policies.
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3. The minimum area for parks/open spaces in a residential colony / sector shall be planned in such a
manner that it shall meet the minimum norms of 2.5 Sq. mtrs per person.

Commercial:-

Within the existing town the commercial activity is mostly located along the main streets of the town in
the form of bazar. Though the residential sectors would have adequate provisions in the form of neighborhood
shopping to cater the need of residents. An area of about 15.26 hectare has been earmarked in sector 5 A for
city centre and other commercial activity in 5.24 hectares in sector-4 and 21.77 hectares land in sector-2 has
been earmarked for the expansion of existing Grain Market situated in this sector. Thus the total area for
commercial activities is 42 hectares.

Industrial:-

Indri has been declared as industrially backward block by the'‘Government of Haryana. So as to provide
industrial impetus to the town an adequate area of 79 hectares is reserved in sector-4 for industrial purposes.

Transport and Communication:-

The town of Indri is well connected with entire region by road. Karnal -Ladwa-Shahbad State Highway
No. 7 passes through the town. Many villages link roads emanate from here in all the directions. The major
part of traffic on the roads of the town is the traffic between Karnal and Yamuna Nagar towns. So as to
decongest the internal roads and provide smooth flow to the traffic crossing the town a peripheral road (V-2)
has been proposed around the western side of the. The sector dividing roads designated as V-3, are provided
within the sectors, however, lower category of roads will provide access to the individual uses located therein.
The width/reservation of various roads provided in the development plan is as under:

An area of 17.17 hectares is reserved for Transport Nagar, in Seetor-3 ideally located between grain
market and industrial sector-4. An area about 4.32 hectare is earmarked for .new bus stand in sector 4 to keep
the existed town away from heavy vehicular traffic. The total'area reserved for transport and communication is
73 hectares including the area of roads.

Public Utilities:-

At present an area of approx. 1.41 heetares'issbeing used-as 132 Kilovolt electric sub-station i.e. part of
the proposed sector 5-B and about 1.64 heetares is being used for public health purposes in sector-8. There is
an existing sewage treatment plant of approximately.9.98 hectares situated in proposed sector -2 and is also
retained. The Corridor for H.T. line willibedaid in detail in layout plan of concerned Sectors.

Public and Semi Public:-

Total 34 hectares area has,been reserved for public and semi public purpose in the proposal for which,
an arca of 13.49 hectares is teserved for public and semi public uses in sectors 5-A and 6.47 hectares area in
sector -4. There is a tehsil office, block develoment & panchayat officer office and Judicial Complex office is
in the existing town having an area of about 1.21 hectares and existing rest house of irrigation department
having an area of 2.76 hectares in sector 5-B. Site of working women hostel area one acre in Sector-7, old age
home one acre in Sector-6, and site of cattle yard one acre near Indri Escape within Municipal Limit, Indri
have been proposed. Site of slaughter house also exists in Sector-8.

Open Spaces:-
An area of 170 hectares has been reserved in the proposal in the form of open space. This includes
18.59 hectares for park in sector 5-B and 17.55 hectares for park, stadium, sports ground etc. in sector — 8

along western Yamuna canal, the rest of the area is under green belts of V-1(a), V-2 roads along western
Yamuna canal, Sirsa branch and other channels passing through the town.

An area of 58 hectares is under water bodies like western Yamuna canal, sirsa branch, mugal canal,
indri escape and other drainage/ channels passes through the town and the area of ponds adjoining to the
villages which fall in the urbanisable zone is also include in this area.
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Agricultural Zone:-

The remaining area in the controlled area is kept as agriculture zone. This will however not prevent the
essential building development within this area such as the extension of existing villages contiguous to Abadi-
deh, if undertaken as a project sponsored or approved by the Government and other activities included as
permissible activities in the Zoning regulations under appendix ‘B’ to annexure ‘B’ ancillary and allied
facilities necessary for the maintenance and improvement of this area as agricultural land which is proposed to
serve as an open country side for the town as a whole.

Zoning Regulations:-

The Legal sanctity to the proposals regarding land use is being given to the effect by a set of zoning
regulations (Annexure-‘B’) which form a part of this development plan. These regulations will govern the
change of land use and standards of development. They also will elaborately detail out allied and ancillary uses
which will be permitted in the various major land uses and stipulate that all change of land use and
development shall be in accordance with the details shown in the sector plan thereby ensuring the preparation
of detailed sector plans for each sector to guide the development and enforce proper control.

Zoning Regulations:-

Governing uses and development of land in the controlled areas of Indri town as shown in Final Development

Plan bearing Drawing No. D.T.P.(K)1575/19, dated the 27th May, 2019.

II.

General:-

(1)  These zoning regulations forming part of the Final Development Plan for the controlled atea Indri town
shall be called zoning regulations of Final Development Plan for controlled area.

(2)  The requirements of these regulations shall extend to the whole of the area ‘covered by the Final
Development Plan and shall be in addition to the requirements of the Haryana Municipal Act, 1973 (24
of 1973) and Punjab Scheduled Roads and Controlled Areas Restriction‘of Unregulated Development
Act, 1963 (Punjab Act 41 of 1963) and the rules framed there under.

Definitions:-

In these regulations:

(a) “Approved” means approved under the rules;

(b) . “Building Rules” means rules contained in part VII of the Rules.

(ba) “Building Code” means, the Haryana Building Code20147;

(c)  “Drawing” means Drawing No. D.T.P.(K)1575/19, dated th¢ 27" May, 2019.

(d) “Floor area ratio (FAR)” means a quotient,obtained by dividing the multiple of the total covered area
of all floors and hundred, by the area of plot i'e.

For the purpose of calculating FAR, cantilevered, permitted roof projections, lift room, mumty,
balcony, basement or any flooriif used for parking, services and storage, stilt area (unenclosed) proposed to be
used for parking/ pedestrian.plaza only, open staircase (without mumty), terrace with or without access, fire
staircase, atrium, waster tank, open courtyard of permitted size shall not be counted towards FAR:

Provided that area under shaft, chutes, lift well and staircase from stilt to next floor shall be counted
towards FAR only at once on ground floor:

Provided further that in case the ventilation shaft area is more than 3 square metres, it shall not be

counted in FAR;

(e) ‘Fuel station’ means the fuel filling station providing retail supply of fuel for automobiles which shall
include petrol pumps, CNG station, bio fuels, charging stations, battery providing stations etc.

® ‘Group Housing’ means a building designed and developed in the form of flats for residential purpose
or any building ancillary to group housing;

(g)  ‘Light Industry’ means an industry not likely to cause injurious or obnoxious noise, smoke, gas, fumes,
odors, dust, effluent and any other nuisance to an excessive degree and motivated by electric power;

‘Local Service Industry’ means an industry, the manufacture and product of which is generally
consumed within the local area, for example: bakeries, ice-cream manufacturing, aerated water, Atta -
Chakies with power, laundry, dry-cleaning and dyeing, repair and service of automobile, scooters and
cycles, repair of house-hold utensils, shoe-making and repairing, fuel depot etc. provided no solid fuel
is used by them;

‘Medium Industry’ means all industries other than ‘Light Industry’ and Local Service Industry and not
emitting obnoxious or injurious fumes and odors;

‘Extensive Industry’ means an industry setup with the permission of the Government and in extensive
employing more than 100 workers and may use any kind of captive power of fuel provided they do not
have any obnoxious features;

‘Heavy Industry’ means an industry to be set up in public or semi-public or private sector with the
permission of the Government (the cost of plant, machinery ete. as defined in the industrial policy of
the Government);

‘Obnoxious or hazardous industry’ means an industry set up with the permission of the Government
and is highly capital intensive associated with such features as excessive smoke, noise, vibration, stench
unpleasant or injurious effluent, explosive, inflammable material etc. and other hazards to the health
and safety of the community;

‘Material Date’, ‘material date’ means the date of publication of notification of various controlled areas
declared as under:

‘Non-confirming use’ in respect of any land or building in a controlled*arcasmeans the existing use of
such land or building which is contrary to the major land use spegcificd, for that part of the area in the
development plan;

(2)  Benefit of 50% of'the area falling under major roads and their adjoining green belts, if any, shall
be allowed for plotable area/floor area ratio (FAR) in case of plotted/group housing colony;

(3) In the layout plan of colony or sector, other than industrial colony/sector, the land reserved for
roads, open space, schools, public and community building and other common uses shall not be
less than 45% of the gross area of the land under the colony/sector;

(4)  For the purposes of calculation of sector density or colony density, it shall be assumed that 50
percent of the sector area or colony area will be available for residential plots including the area
under Group Housing and that every building plot shall on the average contain three dwelling
units each with a population of 4.5 persons per dwelling unit or 13.5 persons building plot or as
incorporated in the zoning plan of the colony/group housing complex. In the case of shop-cum-
residential plot, however, only one dwelling unit shall be assumed;

(5) Notwithstanding above, the projects approved under specific policy like New Integrated
Licensing Policy; Floor Area Ratio and density shall be the governing parameters instead of
plotable area;

Division into sectors:-

Major land uses mentioned at serial number (i) to (vii) in zoning regulation-III above, which are land
uses for building purposes, have been divided into sectors as shown, bounded by the major road reservations
and each sector shall be designated by the number as indicated on the drawing.

Detailed land uses within major uses:-

Main, ancillary and allied uses, which are subject to the other requirements of these regulations and of
the rules, may be permitted in the respective major land uses zones are listed in Appendix-B sub-joined to
these zoning regulations.

Sectors not ripe for development:-

Notwithstanding the reservation of various sectors for respective land uses for building purposes, the
Director may not permit any changes in their land use or allow construction of building thereon from
consideration of compact and economical development of the controlled area till such time as availability of
water supply, drainage arrangement and other facilities for these sectors are ensured to his satisfaction.

Sectors to be developed exclusively through Government enterprises:-

Government may notify any sector for development exclusively by it or by its agencies, in which case,
no further permission for change of land use or grant of licence shall be permitted in such sectors.

Non-conforming uses either existing or haying valid changeofiland use permission:-

(1)  With regard to the existing industries,shown in the zones other than industrial zone in the Development
Plan, such industrial non-conformingjuses_shall, be allowed to continue for a fixed period to be
determined by the Director, but not exceeding ten years; provided that the owner of the building
concerned:

(a)  Undertakes to pay to.the Director, as determined by him the proportionate charges towards the
external development of the site as and when called upon by the Director to do so in this behalf;

(b)  During the interim period makes satisfactory arrangements for the discharge of effluent to the
satisfaction of the Director.

(c) Shall not be allowed to expand the existing project within the area of non conforming use.

(2)  With regard to the projects having valid change of land use permissions, and located in the zones other
than conforming-use zone in the Development Plan, such non-conforming uses shall be allowed to
continue, provided that the owner of the building concerned:

(@)  Undertakes to pay to the Director, as determined by him the proportionate charges towards the
external development of the site as and when called upon by the Director to do so in this behalf.
